Installation


ADMT Installation


This section describes a known issue related to the installation of this version of Active Directory Migration Tool.


ADMT Version 1.0 will Install Over Version 2.0


ADMT Version 1.0 will install itself over Version 2.0 without warning the user.


ADMT Version 2.0 Installation will preserve the Internal Database.


ADMT Version 2.0 will not overwrite the protar.mdb file, and, therefore preserves the migration history information.  The installation temporarily saves the database in the TEMP directory and should replace it after the install.  If your old database was not restored, check the TEMP directory for the database.


Installing Active Directory Migration Tool in a Terminal Server Session


The Active Directory Migration Tool installation program may not install successfully in a terminal server session.  Internal error 2755 occurs.  If you experience this behavior, simply cancel the installation and run the program locally on the computer that you want to run the tool.


Password Export Server Installation


This section describes the requirements for installing and using a Password Export Server to perform password migration with ADMT.  More detailed information is available in the Domain Migration Cookbook referenced above.


We recommend that the source domain’s Password Export Server be a BDC dedicated for this purpose.


128-bit encryption must be installed on any PES.


128-bit encryption must be installed on the machine running ADMT.


The AllowPasswordExport registry key value (located in HKLM\ SYSTEM\CurrentControlSet\Control\Lsa on the PES) must be set to “1” to allow ADMT to use that PES for password migration.  You can disable a PES from supporting password migration by setting that same value to “0”.


The Password Export Server installation will not complete without supplying a floppy disk with an encryption key created on the ADMT machine.


On the ADMT machine, run ADMT.exe from the command line specifying “key” as the operation to perform ( the syntax for this command is “ADMT.exe key %Source Domain Name% %Floppy Drive Letter%: %Optional Password% (i.e. “c:\admt.exe key srcdomain a: pswrd”)).  Type “ADMT.exe key” at the command line for more usage information.


Insert this floppy disk in the PES machine when prompted during the installation.  You will have to provide a matching password if one was given when creating the encryption key on the ADMT machine.


“Everyone” must be added to the “Pre-Windows 2000 Compatible Access” group on the target domain in order for password migration to succeed.  If this is not done, ADMT will log an “Access Denied” error.  The command line syntax for this is “NET LOCALGROUP "Pre-Windows 2000 Compatible Access" Everyone /ADD” (The Active Directory Users and Computers snapin will not allow you to add “Everyone” to this group).


If you are running ADMT on a Whistler machine, you also have to make sure that the “Let Everyone permissions apply to anonymous users” right has been enable on that machine.


New Features in ADMT Version 2.0


Scripting and Command line interface


Most ADMT operations can now be performed via a scriptable interface or the new command line (ADMT.exe) tool.  TemplateScript.vbs is a template script which is installed with ADMT and explains most of the interface.  For usage help with the command line tool, type “ADMT.exe”.  The Undo Wizard is one of the more significant Wizards that is not available through these new interfaces.  An undoable operation, performed through scripting or the command line, can still be undone by the Undo Wizard.


Password Migration


Passwords can now be migrate for inter-forest user migrations.  ADMT uses a Password Export Server (PES) in the source domain to perform that migration.  See the section entitled “Password Export Server Installation” for more specifics and requirements.


Sid Mapping Files for Security Translation


ADMT can now perform security translation based on a comma-separated file instead of just previously migrated object.  The form of the comma-separated file is “%Source Object%, %Target Object%” followed by a new line.  Both objects can take one of two forms 1) Domain\Username (but the domain must be accessible) or 2) the decimal representation of a SID (i.e. S-1-5-21-1222312332-327112949-1237804090-1056).  The Account Reference report has been modified to include an object SID in decimal form and can be used to help build this mapping file.  LDP.exe does not display the full SID in decimal form.


Windows 2000 Attribute Exclusion


Most user, group, and computer schema attribute can be excluded from migration if the source domain is running Windows 2000 or newer.


Agent Credentials


Agent dispatch credentials are no longer required.  ADMT used to prompt the user for credentials used by the agent to report its results back to ADMT.  ADMT now creates a dedicated user in the target domain to perform this action.  This user is given default domain rights for a user and is not an administrator level user. 


Migration Log


ADMT creates a new migration.log file for each operation.


Skip Membership Restoration


A “Fix Membership” option has been added to the User and Group Migration Wizards so that performance can be vastly improved if group membership reconstruction is not needed.


Known Issues


User Migration


This section describes known issues related to migrating users with this version of Active Directory Migration Tool.


W2K Default Domain Policy Rights are not Migrated


Window 2000 Default Domain Policy rights granted for objects in the source domain are not migrated to the target domain.  Windows 2000 Default Domain Controller Policy rights are, however, migrated.


An iNetOrgPerson Object is not Migrated by ADMT


An iNetOrgPerson Object (supported in Whistler only) is enumerated by the User Migration Wizard as a valid user, but will fail to migrate.


Test Mode Logs Bogus Group Membership Error


The following error will be generated during group membership fixup for a migrated user in test mode.  


“Failed to add  to CN=%GroupName%. RC=80005008.  One or more input parameters are invalid”


The actually migration will succeed with no such error.


Target Account UPN suffix will Always be the Target Domain DNS Name


The DNS name of the target domain will be used for the UPN suffix of all migrated user accounts.


SID History does not Specify PDC as the Domain Controller to Check


The API expects the source primary domain controller to be specified. The current SID history checking code is not specifying the required flag on the DS call which means that this call may return the name of a backup domain controller instead of the primary domain controller. This would mean that auditing and the TcpipClientSupport registry key will be set on the BDC instead of the PDC. The DsAddSidHistory call will then fail, as these configuration changes haven't been made on the PDC.


Object Property Exclusion Dialog Box has No Hot Key Support


Hot key support has not yet been added to the Object Property Exclusion Dialog Box in the User, Group and Computer Migration Wizards.


Object Property Exclusion Dialog Box does NOT Retain Excluded Properties from Previous Migrations


Settings to excluded properties are not saved from the previous migration.


Replaces Special Characters when Migrating Account Names


ADMT replaces the characters ‘#’ ‘*’ ‘?’ and ‘=’ with an underscore character ‘_’ in the pre-Windows 2000 name (SAM Account Name) and User Principal Name. The period character ‘.’ is replaced with an underscore character ‘_’ if it is the first or last character of the name. The ‘(‘ and ‘)’ characters are replaced with a zero ‘0’. The list of special characters will change in the next version.


Domain Name Drop Down Boxes are too Small


Longer domain names will not be seen in their entirety in the domain drop down boxes.


User Account Screen Credential Check should be more Rigorous


Domain name is not verified to be a valid name before Migration proceeds.


User Migration Fails When Migrating Users to an Organizational Unit Whose Path is Greater Than 1,000 Characters Long


If the target organizational unit (OU) for user migration has a path that is longer than 1,000 characters, the User Migration Wizard will fail and display the following message:


“The selected OU doesn't exist in the target domain”.


This will be addressed in a future release.


Clicking Stop on the Migration Progress Page of the User Migration Wizard Does Not Pause the Operation


When you click Stop on the Migration Progress page of the User Migration Wizard, it does not pause the user migration operation even though the verification message is displayed. This will be addressed in a future release.


Remigrating Previously Migrated Users Updates the Group Membership of the Target User Account


When you use the User Migration Wizard with the Replace conflicting accounts option to migrate a user who has been previously migrated, the group membership of the user will be appended with any new groups the source account has subsequently been added to.


Example: Bob is a user in the domain HB-ACCT-WC. He is a member of the group HB-ACCT-WC \Writers and is migrated along with the Writers and Editors groups to the target domain hay-buv.tld (NetBIOS name HAY-BUV). During the migration, the following occurs:


HB-ACCT-WC\Bob is added to a further group HB-ACCT-WC \Editors


HAY-BUV\Bob is added to HAY-BUV\TechEditors


Upon remigration, HAY-BUV\Bob will be a member of HAY-BUV\Writers, HAY-BUV\Editors, and HAY-BUV\TechEditors.


If this behavior is not desired and you want to completely reset the target account to only be a member of the source user’s groups, you will have to delete the target domain user and migrate the source user again.


Undo Wizard Does Not Reset Properties on Target Users and Groups After a Migration in Replace Mode


When a migrated user or group’s properties are changed in the target domain and that same user or group is remigrated with the Replace conflicting accounts option, the Undo Wizard will not undo the change to the target user or group’s properties.


User Names Using Double Byte Character Sets Cannot Be Migrated with Password Same as User Name


User names consisting of characters from Double Byte Character Sets (DBCS) should not be migrated using the Same as the user name password setting option, because Windows 2000 does not accept DBCS passwords. When migrating users with names containing DBCS characters, the complex password or copy password setting option should be used.


Security Permissions on a User Migrated From a Windows 2000 Domain Are Reset to the Default Values During Migration


When migrating a user from one Windows 2000 domain to another, the User Migration Wizard resets security permissions on the user object. The security tab is only visible for users if the View\Advanced Features option has been selected. This will be addressed in a future release.  


Source Accounts Set to Expire on a Given Date In the User Migration Wizard Expire at Midnight Of That Day


The User Migration Wizard allows you to set an expiry date for user accounts in the source accounts by specifying a number of days until expiry. The comment text next to the ‘Days until source account expires’ which enables this feature reads:


 “(accounts will expire at 12:00 a.m. on the date)”


This may cause some confusion. The actual behavior for this feature is that the source account expires at the end of the date displayed, i.e. for an expiry date displayed as ‘4/9/00’ the account expires at midnight of 4/9/00.


Group Migration


This section describes known issues related to migrating groups with this version of Active Directory Migration Tool.


Object Property Exclusion Dialog Box has No Hot Key Support


Hot key support has not yet been added to the Object Property Exclusion Dialog Box in the User, Group and Computer Migration Wizards.


Object Property Exclusion Dialog Box does NOT Retain Excluded Properties from Previous Migrations


Settings to excluded properties are not saved from a previous migration.


Group Mapping Wizard Will Create Specified Group on Target Domain if it doesn’t Exist


If the target group name, specified by the user during the Group Merging and Mapping Wizard, does not exist on the target domain, it will be created.


Local Group Contains Both Source and Target Account when that Account is Migrated after Migrating the Local Group


When migrating a member of a previously migrated local group the source account for that member will not be removed when the target member is added.  If the member is migrated prior to migrating the local group, only the target account member will be added.  This applies to inter-forest migrations only.


Group Membership is not maintained for Nested Groups 


Group membership within other groups is not maintained for interforest migrations.


Global Groups Are Copied Without SIDHistory for Intraforest Migrations If Not Migrated with Group Members and the Source Domain is in Mixed Mode


If you choose a global group in a mixed mode domain for an intraforest migration using the Group Migration Wizard, and the Copy Group Members option is not selected, that global group will be copied without SIDHistory instead of moved. This behavior is a result of the rules of global group membership. If the global group was moved between domains rather than copied, since global groups cannot contain members from other domains, the group members would be “orphaned” from the group and would lose any resource access granted through membership of the group.


When that group’s members are later moved, the group membership will be restored, but because SIDHistory is not migrated with the group, you must run the Security Translation Wizard to translate its security, just as you would do in an interforest migration without SIDHistory.


Global Groups are Left as Universal Groups When Intraforest Migrations Are Not Migrated with Group Members and the Source Domain Is in Native Mode


If you choose a global group in a native mode domain for an intraforest migration using the Group Migration Wizard and the Copy Group Members option is not selected, that global group will be moved to the target domain as a universal group. This behavior allows the tool to move the group as desired, while maintaining the group’s membership, since universal groups can contain members from other domains within the same forest. The tool will flag an error during the migration to alert the user that a global group will remain a universal group in the target domain. When you migrate the group’s member later, the group membership will be restored unless that group is changed from a universal group to a global group in the target domain.


Group Member List Is Not Updated For a Group That Includes a Migrated Group From Another Domain 


If you migrate a group from a source domain to a target domain, any groups from a third domain that include that original group, as a member, will still refer to the group in the source domain.  In the case of an intra-forest migration, that original group in the source no longer exists.  All access is properly maintained though and all group memberships are fixed when that group in the third domain is later migrated to that same target domain.


Group Migration Wizard and User Migration Wizard Treat Nested Groups in Windows 2000 Domains Differently


When migrating users with the User Migration Wizard, if the Migrate associated user groups option is selected, the wizard will only migrate the groups the user is directly a member of (i.e. it will not migrate groups the user is a member of through group nesting).


When migrating groups using the Group Migration Wizard, if the Copy group members option is selected, the wizard will recursively migrate all users and groups, which are members of that group, including groups that are members through group nesting.


Where the source domain is running Windows 2000, and group nesting is being used, if you wish to preserve group membership gained through such nesting, it is recommended that you migrate the objects affected using the Group Migration Wizard. 


SID History does not Specify PDC as the Domain Controller to Check


The API expects the source primary domain controller to be specified. The current SID history checking code is not specifying the required flag on the DS call which means that this call may return the name of a backup domain controller instead of the primary domain controller. This would mean that auditing and the TcpipClientSupport registry key will be set on the BDC instead of the PDC. The DsAddSidHistory call will then fail as these configuration changes haven't been made on the PDC.


Service Account Migration


This section describes known issues related to migrating service accounts with this version of Active Directory Migration Tool.


Service Account Migration Wizard has Hidden “Service Account” Column


The Service Account Migration Wizard displays a list of service accounts.  One of the columns shown, “Service”, is the Display Name of the service.  There is a hidden column that also displays the “Service Name” of the service.


Updating a Service Account on a Remote Computer While Migrating that Account


The user who is running Active Directory Migration Tool must have Logon Locally rights to any remote computer on which the tool will dispatch an agent. This also applies to any remote computer whose Service Control Manager (SCM) will be modified while migrating a service account with the User Migration Wizard. If you do not have the rights to change the SCM, the service account will still be migrated to the target domain, but the service on the remote computer will not be updated to use the target domain account. Once the access rights have been fixed, the SCM on that remote computer can be fixed by running the Service Account Migration Wizard and selecting the No, use the previously collected information option. The user’s lack of access may not always be flagged as an error in Migration Progress, so it is good practice to check the migration log file for any errors after migrating service accounts.


Trust Migration


This section describes known issues related to migrating trusts with this version of Active Directory Migration Tool.


Trust Migration Wizard Does Not Verify Existing Trusts


If a domain is listed as a trusted domain on the source and the target domains, the Trust Migration Wizard will not allow the creation of that trust, even if the trust is broken in any way. You should not use the Trust Migration Wizard to verify pre-existing trusts, only to create new trusts.


Computer Migration


This section describes known issues related to migrating computers with this version of Active Directory Migration Tool.


Object Property Exclusion Dialog Box has No Hot Key Support


Hot key support has not yet been added to the Object Property Exclusion Dialog Box in the User, Group and Computer Migration Wizards.


Object Property Exclusion Dialog Box does NOT Retain Excluded Properties from Previous Migrations


Settings to excluded properties are not saved from a previous migration.


If a Workstation is Running the ADMT, the Workstation will not be Migrated with any Global Groups


The ADMT tool run from a workstation, as opposed to running it directly from the target Domain Controller server, will not be migrated when the workstation is part of a global group being migrated.  A best practice would then be to migrate the computer(s) in global groups from the target Domain Controller’s ADMT.


No Upper Boundary Specified in the code for Migrated Computer’s Reboot Time


Migrated computers should be rebooted as soon as possible.  A best practice would be for the computers to be rebooted within one minute.  The rebooted computer may be logging in to a new domain—a new Organizational Unit (OU) at the least.  Each computer is assigned a ‘secret’ password when it initially joins a domain.  To keep the password secret, it is changed periodically.  This password change is negotiated silently between the workstation and a Domain Controller.  It is possible that a migrated computer may experience this password change process before the computer has a chance to reboot; therefore, long re-boot times after migrations are not recommended.


Intraforest Computer Migration Does Not Disable the Computer Account in the Source Domain


After an intraforest computer migration, the migrated computer source domain account is not disabled or deleted. As a workaround, you can write a simple Active Directory Service Interfaces (ADSI) script to disable or remove the accounts of migrated computers in the source domain.


Intraforest Computer Migration Should be Performed Prior to Migrating any Groups Which Those Computers are Members Of


If you have any computers that are members of groups (other than the Domain Computers group), you should always migrate those computers prior to migrating the groups they belong to. This is a condition for intra-forest migrations and prevents those computers from losing their group membership.


The Credentials Requested by the Computer Migration Wizard When Migrating Windows 2000 Computers Must Have Sufficient Privileges to Change the Computer’s Domain Affiliation 


The credentials requested by the Computer Migration Wizard are used to change the domain affiliation of Windows 2000 computers.  Therefore, those credentials must have administrative rights on that Windows 2000 computer and in the target domain.


Windows 2000 Computers Cannot be Renamed During a Computer Migration 


Currently when migrating Windows 2000 computers, it is not possible to rename the computer during the migration operation. This operation is available for Windows NT 4.0 machines. The user interface will not prevent you from specifying a prefix or suffix to the name of Windows 2000 computers, but the tool will leave the computer in the source domain and report the following error in the migration log:


hr=80070534   No mapping between account names and security IDs was done.


The workaround for this is to manually rename the machine prior to, or after, migration. This will be addressed in a future release.


A Prefix Given to a Windows NT 4.0 Computer During a Computer Migration Can Create Duplicate Computer Names 


When adding a prefix to a Windows NT 4.0 computer with the Computer Migration Wizard, caution must be taken not to create a computer name that duplicates the name of another computer being migrated or an existing computer in the target domain. Active Directory Migration Tool truncates Windows NT 4.0 computer names to 15 characters during the migration, as a result you need to make sure that computer names resulting from a prefix being added will still be unique in the target domain. Any computer with a duplicate name will be kept from successfully joining the target domain.


Intermittent Failure of the Active Directory Migration Tool Remote Agent Service


If you deploy the Active Directory Migration Tool remote agent service on a remote computer as part of computer migration, security translation, or service account identification, if a failure occurs, there have been reported instances of the agent failing to stop or uninstall itself. If this occurs, it will manifest itself during subsequent agent deployments as a failure with the message An instance of the agent is already running. This persists until the remote computer is rebooted. This will be addressed in a future release.


Security Translation Done By the Computer Migration Wizard Cannot be Undone By the Undo Wizard


The Undo Wizard cannot undo security translation operations even if that security translation was performed as part of a computer migration. Therefore, we recommend performing any security translation as part of a computer migration in “Add” mode.


User Profile Migration


This section describes a known issue related to migrating user profiles with this version of Active Directory Migration Tool.


Active Directory Migration Tool Remote Agent Service Reports That the User Profile Is Locked During Profile Migration When User Is Logged Off


If you deploy the Active Directory Migration Tool remote agent service on a remote computer as part of a user profile migration, the agent may fail to migrate the profile, even if the user whose profile is being migrated has logged off the computer. It displays Error enumerating the profile list entries, rc=32. The process cannot access the file because it is being used by another process. This error has not been traced, but appears to relate to a process that keeps the user profile open after the user has logged off. Rebooting the computer before reattempting to migrate the profile may cure the problem. This will be addressed in a future release.


Password Migration


Password Migration Fails upon Password Reuse Policy


If the password reuse policy for the target domain is set to 2 or higher, the password migration will fail.


Migrated Passwords may NOT Conform to Target Domain’s/Site/OU Password Policy


A password policy is enacted only when the Domain Controller can read an entered password in plain text. Since the password migration tool does not decrypt the password, it cannot be seen by the Domain Controller in clear text until the user is prompted to reset his/her password.


Report Creation


This section describes a known issue related to generating reports with this version of Active Directory Migration Tool.


Account Reference Report doubles actual Directory DACL entries


The account reference report for an NT4 machine will list two directory DACL entries for every one that actually exists (only applies to Windows NT 4 Domains).


Retry Wizard


Retry Wizard has Hidden “Job File” and “Action ID” Columns


The “Task Selection” dialog has two hidden columns (“Job File” and “Action ID”) that contain internal ADMT implementation details not usually needed.


Online Help


This section describes a known issue related to the online Help shipped with this version of Active Directory Migration Tool.


The Online Help does NOT Cover Any of the New Beta 2 Features


A description of the new Beta 2 features are listed in the section entitled “New Features for ADMT version 2.”  The ADMT online help has not yet been updated to reflect these features.


Intraforest Migration Procedure Has Changed


There has been a change in the order of the steps required to carry out an intraforest resource domain migration. Because of this, the order of the steps listed in the online Help under the How To section in the Perform an intraforest resource domain migration topic is incorrect. For the latest steps and the preferred order of those steps, please refer to the technical walkthrough entitled “Intraforest Migration of Resources between Microsoft Windows 2000 Domains Using the Active Directory Migration Tool (ADMT)” located at http://www.microsoft.com/NTServer/nts/downloads/other/ADDMT/default.asp


An updated version of the online help will also be downloadable from the same location.


Active Directory Migration Tool Remote Agent Service 


This section describes a known issue related to the Active Directory Migration Tool remote agent shipped with this version of Active Directory Migration Tool.


Agent Fails to Report Results if ADMT is Run from a Workstation


The ADMT agent now uses a special ADMT user account created in the target domain to report results back to ADMT.  When ADMT is run from a workstation it may fail if the ADMT user does not have sufficient rights to create this account in the domain.


The Agent does NOT Quit upon the Early Termination of the Command line Tool or VBScript


If you CTRL+C or terminate the program early the agent process will not stop.  The process will have to be killed manually.


Alpha Support is Removed From ADMT Version 2.0.


ADMT no longer supports deploying agents to ALPHA machines.


Agent Monitor Monitoring Settings Tab Is Not Used


The Monitoring Settings tab of the Agent Monitor is designed to allow the user to view different logs on the remote computer. Since there is only one log created by Active Directory Migration Tool agents on the remote computer, this feature is not useful.


Active Directory Migration Tool Migration Database


This section describes a known issue related to the Active Directory Migration Tool migration database.


Single Use


State information that is critical to the proper operation of Active Directory Migration Tool is stored in a Microsoft Access database named Protar.mdb. This database is installed in the same directory as all the other installation files. Many of the tool’s wizards require some knowledge of previous users or groups that were migrated, the original source domain of those users, which users have been enumerated as service accounts, and other state information. All of this information is stored in the Protar.mdb database. With that in mind, some thought should given when the following actions are being considered:


Moving Active Directory Migration Tool operations to another computer. If, after performing some migration operations, it is decided to run the tool on another computer, Protar.mdb should be copied from the original computer to that new computer.


Reinstalling Active Directory Migration Tool. Prior to reinstalling or upgrading over an existing installation from which some migration operations have occurred, you should save the Protar.mdb database and copy the saved database over the new version. 


Do not run multiple instances of Active Directory Migration Tool at any one time. Currently, the tool is not designed to support simultaneous operations, so you should not run multiple instances of the tool at the same time. It is possible to have two installations of the tool carrying out migrations, but it requires disciplined practices to keep the databases manually synchronized. This will be addressed in a future release.


Backup and Restore. The Protar.mdb database should be backed up frequently, especially if you are performing a migration process over an extended time period.


Intraforest Migration


This section describes a known issue related to intraforest migrations.


Domain-wide User and Group Rights are NOT Migrated to the Target Domain


Intraforest user and group migrations fail to migrate domain-wide account rights as selected by the “User Rights” checkbox


Command line Tool


Note that the command line tool uses the scripting component and, therefore, scripting issues are also applicable to the command line tool.


Duplicate Command line Switches Override any Previous Occurrences


If a command line switch is specified more than once it overrides the previous value of the switch.


If an Invalid Option File is Specified the Error Message is not Complete or Clear


If an invalid option file is specified the error will be (null) : The parameter is incorrect. (0x80070057).


If No Include Switch is Specified Program Returns without Message


If you don’t specify an include option, the command line does not generate an error message to inform user to specify an include option or switch.


The Source Domain for Command line User Migration is Required


If the user migration /sd command line option is not specified, the migration will fail without properly identifying the source of the problem—which is the needed source domain


Common Help Arguments to get Usage from ADMT.EXE are not yet Supported


Beta 2 does not support generally used help switches such as /? /h /help.  Running the command line tool without any options will display the usage.


If Command line Operation Fails, Final Error Messages


If command line operation fails, final error messages in the migration log are not output to the command prompt.  If command prompt does not say, “operation completed,” check your migration log for any errors.


The PATH to ADMT.EXE is not Added to the OS Path Environment Variable


ADMT.EXE must be executed in its install directory only or the path to the ADMT.EXE must be added to the PATH Environment Variable.


Scripting Component


ADMT does NOT Verify Prefix / Suffix Option


The scripting component does not verify that a valid prefix/suffix has been specified when either the rename or rename on conflict option has been specified


ADMT Scripting does not accept distinguished name formats


Does not accept CN format, but does accept pre-Windows 2000 (Domain\User Name) or canonical format. (parent_ou/child_ou/name).


Scripting Requires Source Domain to Exist for Security Translation.


Source domain must be up and running for security translation to occur.


Returns Bad Data Type Error for Empty Variants in List of Names


When specifying an array of include names, if any of the elements are empty variants the program will return a bad data type error.  The workaround for this version is make sure only non-empty values are added to the array.


Scripting interface should remove leading and trailing blanks from /UX, /GX, and /CX lists


Spaces are not allowed in the property exclusion list string.


Does not verify whether SID history will succeed


The scripting component does not check to see if adding the SID history attribute to a user or group will succeed.


Does not check for PDCs, BDCs, or DCs specified for Computer Migration


When specifying computers to be migrated from down level domains, domain controllers are not filtered out.  Note that domain controllers will still not be migrated.


Doesn't verify or create the report directory given


There are no checks if a valid report directory path has been specified.
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
